1. Who can take part at the Championship?

Participation at the Championship is available for athletes who have turned 18 years old.

2. How can I get a visa to come to Russia?
Step 1
Firstly, you need to send us your data by email ocr@ocrrussia.com mentioning the name of the event. At the subject of the letter, it’s obligatory to write your Country/Surname/Name of the event/
- Scan of the passport also need to be sent (the scan must be clearly visible in pdf format, without specks of light, readable letters and the barcode is visible).

Step 2
After getting all the necessary information and checking your data you’ll get an email from ocr@ocrrussia.com with a personal telex number. 
Step 3
When you get the telex number you need to visit the official website of Russian Federation Embassy and consulate in your country. On the website you need to fill out the application for a visa to Russia. In the section telex number paste the received code.
Step 4
Then follow the instructions on the website of the Embassy.

3. If I compete in Pro category, can I also register for Age categories? 

It’s available only to participate in one category.
Age categories:
18-29
30-34
35-39
40+

There are also available Team Relay formats to take part (male team/female team/mixed team).
Cash prices will be only for categories PRO and AGE. Winners in Team relay will get memorable gifts and presents.
Athletes from different countries can register in one team for the relay. 



4. What to do to take part at the championship and what documents you need to provide?

- To register you need to visit the following website https://ocrcup.world/
-  Passport
-  The registration ticket (you can print the ticket or show it on the phone)
-  Sport Medical insurance. Everyone needs it to get a visa. To save money, we advise you to make sports insurance right away. Travel insurance is fine for a visa, but not for our competition. Therefore, it is better to immediately make a sports insurance 
- Russian athletes need to get a certificate of an online anti-doping course (it’s available on the official website of RUSADA: https://rusada.triagonal.net/online/login/index.php)
- For foreigners it’s necessary to fill in Use Exemptions (TUE) Application Form on the official website of the International Federation: https://worldocr.org/anti-doping#05cdb488-4e2a-43f3-9eaa-90aeb7410e77

5. Is it necessary to have COVID-19 certificate?
No, no need to get this certificate.( only for cross board)

6. Can be the event cancelled due to bad weather conditions? 
The event will take place regardless of weather! 

7. Can I get a medical aid if needed?
Yes! There is always an ambulance team at our events and competitions. ( needed Sport medical insurance)

9. How can I get to the venue?

How to get to the venue:
· On your own: By train from the Savelovsky railway station to the station Tourist. At the station you can take a taxi, it’s only 3 km to the place.
· If you drive a car from Moscow there are 2 ways to get to the venue of the event:
1) The skiing resort of Leonid Tyagachev is located 39 km from the Moscow Ring Road along the Dmitrovskoe highway, near the village of Shukolovo. Then turn left from Dmitrovskoe highway in the direction of Shukolovo village to the destination L. Tyagachev Skiing Resort (see the map)
2) In the village Dedenevo at the sign “Skiing Resort of Leonid Tyagachev” turn left. Pass the area of the village Tourist and move on. After 2 turns (to the left and right, always following the main road), go to the railway of the Savelovsky direction. After moving to the left, up the hill to the right (turn almost 180 degrees). There is the skiing resort of L. Tyagachev behind the gates.
